WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW ABOUT HUMAN TRAFFICKING 

What is human trafficking? Human trafficking is defined as the modern-day slavery of individuals (all ages) that involves some 

type of labor or commercial sex act achieved through force, fraud or coercion. It is the second most prevalent organized inter-

national crime activity, according to the Tarrant County Reentry Coalition.  

 
 

Lack of public awareness, language barriers, fear of law enforcement and the victims fear of speaking out make this threat that 

much harder to detect. Victims vary from children to the elderly and come from different backgrounds. According to End 

Slavery Now, today there are an estimated 20.9 million people worldwide who are trapped in some form of slavery. Human 

trafficking can consist of: domestic servitude, sex trafficking, forced labor, bonded labor, child labor and forced marriage.  

 
 

You can help save a life by recognizing the key indicators of this threat. This is the first step in identifying victims. Here are 

some of the common indicators provided by the Department of Homeland Security to help recognize human trafficking:  
 

 Does the person appear disconnected from family, friends, community organizations or houses of worship? 

 Has a child stopped attending school? 

 Has the person had a sudden or dramatic change in behavior? 

 Is a juvenile engaged in commerci0al sex acts? 

 Is the person disoriented or confused, or showing signs of mental or 

physical abuse? 

 Does the person have bruises in various stages of healing? 

 Is the person fearful, timid, or submissive? 

 Does the person show signs of having been denied food, water, sleep, or 

medical care? 

 Is the person often in the company of someone to whom he or she de-

fers? Or someone who seems to be in control of the situation, e.g., where 

they go or who they talk to? 

 Does the person appear to be coached on what to say? 

 Is the person living in unsuitable conditions? 

 Does the person lack personal possessions and appear not to have a stable living situation? 

 Does the person have freedom of movement? Can the person freely leave where they live? Are there unreasonable 

security measures?

The NHTRC is not a law enforcement or immigration authority and is operated by a nongovern-

mental organization.

*Not all indicators listed above are present in every human trafficking situation, and the presence or absence of any of the indicators is not necessarily proof 

of human trafficking. Do not attempt to confront a suspected trafficker directly or alert a victim to any suspicions. It is up to law enforcement to investigate 

suspected cases of human trafficking.
