PETER ASSAD BOOZ, age 29, occupation merchant, declared his inten-
tion to become a citizen of the United States on 24 QOctober 1912,

in Decatur, Wise County, Texas. Personal description: color, white;
complexion, dark; height 5 ft. 6 in.; weight, 170 pounds; color of
hair, dark; color of eyes, dark; a small mole on the right side of
chin.

He was born in Syria, Turkey, on 19 July 1883; he emigrated to the
United States from Syria, Turkey, but he did not remember the name
of the vessel. His last foreign residence was Syria, Turkey. He
arrived at the Port of New York on or about 1 November 1888.

There is no petition of naturalization filed in the Wise County
Courthouse.

Place of residence: Bridgeport, Texas.

EDWARD CUNNINGHAM, a native of Ireland, residing in Lyndon, Osage
County, State of Kansas, filed a Declaration of Intention in Kansas
on 24 October 1884. The paper was signed by W. A. Cotterman, Clerk
of District Court, and by R. A. Miller, Deputy. The paper was
stamped as follows: "Received by Bureau of Immigration on 21 Oct,
1907." It was certified by Carl Faith, Clerk, District Court of
Wise County, Texas.

The Petition for Naturalization was filed in Decatur, Wise County,
Texas, on 14 October 1907. Edward Cunningham stated he was not
married and that his place of residence was Bridgeport, Texas, where
he was occupied as a coal miner. He was born 26 July 1862, at
Donegal, Ireland. He emigrated to the United States from Glasgow,
Scotland, on 28 December 1882. He arrived at the Port of New York
on the vessel Circassia. He had resided in the United States since
24 October 1884 and in Texas since 14 October 1886.

The witnesses who signed his petition were Adolphus Ballew Conley,

a farmer, and Tommie Byrnes, a store clerk. He took the Oath of
Allegiance on 15 June 1908. The Order of Court Admitting Petitioner
was signed 15 June 1908, by J. W. Patterson, Judge of 43rd Judicial
District of Texas. The Certificate of Naturalization #27791 was

issued 15 June 1908

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HUGH CUNNINGHAM filed a petition for naturalization on 1 November
1909. He stated that his place of residence was Bridgeport, Wise
County, Texas. He was occupied as a coal miner. He was born 5
September 1854, at Donegal, Ireland. He emigrated to the United
States from Glasgow, Scotland, on or about 5 August 1880, and ar-
rived at the Port of New York on the vessel California.

His Declaration of Intention was filed 20 March 1882, at Lindon,
Osage County, in the District Court of Osage County, Kansas. He
stated that he was not married and that he had resided in the United
States since 5 August 1880, and in the State of Texas since 1 No-
vember 1898,

The witnesses to the petition were Thomas Bymes, a coal miner, and
Matt Henderson Lipps, coal miner of Bridgeport, Texas. Lory D.
White was the clerk who signed the petition for naturalization.
Hugh Cunningham took the Oath of Allegiance on 5 February 1910.

The Order of Court Admitting Petitioner was signed on 5 February
1910 by J. W. Patterson, Judge, 43rd District Court. The Certificate

of Naturalization was #27792, issued February 1910,

THOMAS GOWER, JR., aged 26, occupation miner, declared his inten-
tion to become a citizen of the United States on 18 March 1909, in
Decatur, Wise County, Texas. Personal description: color, white;
color of hair, dark; color of eyes, blue; scar on left gide of
chin., He was born in Maesteg, Wales, on 13 February 1873; he em-
igrated to the United States from Liverpool, England, on the vessel
Alvassha. His last foreign residence was Maesteg, Wales, He ar-
rived at the Port of New York on or about 5 January 1880.

The first petition for naturalization, dated 29 March 1911, stated
that he was not married. The witnesses were Arthur E. White, coal
miner, and Lory D. White, District Clerk of Wise County.

He took the 0Oath of Allegiance on 29 March 1211. On 20 December
1911, there was an order of the court dismissing the petition.
"Upon consideration for naturalization of Thomas Gower, No. 8 in
the court, and upon request of said petitioner, this petition is
dismissed without prejudice, said petitioner having removed from
jurisdiction of this court." Tom Kinsey, Judge, Wise District
Court.

The petition was filed again 17 August 1912. At this time the
petitioner stated, "I am married. My wife's name is Emma Frances
(Reeves) Gower. . . . I have one child and the name and place of
birth of said child is as feollows: "Thomas Gower, Jr., 5 August 1912,
Bridgeport, Texas.,'"

There is no report on the outcome of the second application.

JULIAN IVANICKI, aged 28 years, occupation coal miner, declared his
intention to become a citizen of the United States on 5 February
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1910, in Decatur, Wise County, Texas. Personal description: color,
white; complexion, dark; height, 5 ft. 7 in.; weight, 160 pounds;
color of hair, dark; color of eyes, blue,

He was born in Kelomyja, Snatyn, on 20 June 1872; he emigrated

to the United States from Canada on the vessel Lakia Michigan.
His last foreign residence was Kvibik, Canada. He arrived at the
Port of S8Spadri in the State of Arkansas on 21 December 1895.

There was no Petition for Naturalization filed in the Wise County
Courthouse.

THEODORE JOHNSON, residing in Bridgeport, Texas, filed a Petition

for Naturalization on 1 November 1909. There was no Declaration

of Intention filed in the Wise County Courthouse. He stated that

he was a coal miner. He was born 2 July 1868 at Skara, Sweden on

or about 18 September 1887, and arrived at the Port of New York.

He did not remember the name of the vessel on which he sailed. His
Declaration of Intention was filed at Lindon, Kansas, in the District
Court of Osage County on 17 September 18%92. He stated that he was
not married and that he was able to speak the English language.

His statement about residence was as follows: "T have resided
continuously in the United States of America for a term of five
years at least immediately preceding the date of this petition,

to wit, since 18 September 1887, and in the State of Texas for one
vear at least next preceding the date of this petition, to wit,
since 1 November 189%8."

The witnesses who signed the petition were Thomas Bymes, coal
miner, Bridgeport, Texas, and Matt Henderson Lipps, cocal miner,
Bridgeport, Texas. Theodore Johnson took the Oath of Allegiance
on 5 February 1910, There was an Order of the Court Admitting
Petition, signed by J. W. Patterson, Judge of 43rd District Court.

The certificate of Naturalization was #27793.

ERNEST PIETSCH, residing in Decatur, Texas, filed a Petition for
Naturalization on 22 September 1913, There was no Declaration of
Intention filed in the Wise County Courthouse. Ernest Pietsch stated
that he was occupied in farming in Decatur, Texas. He was born

2 December 1863, at Ober Neukirch, Germany. He emigrated to the
United States from Bremen, Germany, on or about 8 February 1883.

He arrived at the Port of New York on or about 21 February 1883.

His Declaration of Intention was filed 27 June 1887, at LaGrange,
Texas in the County Court of Fayette County.

"I am married. My wife's name is Clara Pietsch. She was born in
Leibzig, Germany, and now resides at Decatur, Texas. I have seven
children: Gus Pietsch, b. 14 December 1894, in the State of Texas.
Amanda, Ernst, Otto, Paul, Gertrude and Willie Pietsch, all born in
Texas."
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He had resided in the United States since 21 February 1883, and in
the State of Texas since 1 March 1883. The witnesses who signed the
petition were Steve Lillard, Jr., a grain dealer, and Martin Gordon
Renshaw, a grocer.

He toock ‘the Oath of Allegiance on 28 May 1914. By order of the
court on 28 May 1914, Judge F. 0. McKinsey issued a Certificate of
Naturalization #27796 on 28 May 1914.

MATT ROSATTO, aged 32 years, occupation miner, declared his intention
to become a citizen of the United States on 24 March 1909, in Decatur,
Wise County, Texas. Personal description: color, white; complexion,
light; height, 5 ft. 4 in.; weight, 130 pounds; color of hair, dark;
color of eyes, brown.

He was born in Germagnano, Italy, on 14 October 1877; he emigrated
to the United States from Germagnano, Italy, on the vessel Bretaggna.
His last foreign residence was Germagnano, Italy. He arrived at the
port of New York on or about 11 September 1900.

There was no petition for naturalization filed in the Wise County
Courthouse,

STEFAN SCHMIDT, aged 32 years, occupation, candy, cigars, and notions,
declared his intention of becoming a citizen of the United States on

8 September 1910. He resided at 2159 Barton Avenue., Chicago, Cook
County, Illinois. Perscnal description: color, white; complexion,
fair; height, 5 ft. 5% in.; weight, 154 pounds; color of hair, light
brown; color of eyes, blue; scar on right cheek. He was born in Tor
Almas, Hungary, on 28 April 1878; he emigrated to the United States
from Fiume, Hungary, on the vessel Panonia. His last foreign resi-
dence was Tor Almas, Hungary. He arrived at the Port of New York on
or about 1 April 1905,

The Petition for Naturalization was filed 21 June 1913 in Wise County,
Texas. He stated, "I am married. My wife's name is Catarina Schmidt.
She was born in Tor Almas, Hungary. . . . I have six children: Frankie
Schmidt, born 30 June 1902, at Tor Almas, Hungary; Stefan Schmidt, born
6 December 1903; Mary Rosalia Schmidt, born 18 November 1905 in Chicago;
Margaret Joseph born 4 July 1909 at Alvord; Theresia Kathrina Schmidt,
born 20 December 1912 at Alvord. All children reside at Alvord, ex-
cept Stefan, who resides at Tor Almas, Hungary."

Schmidt stated that he had resided in the State of Texas since 1 Feb-
ruary 1912. The witnesses were John Gerking Gose, an attorney and
Frank Mathis Wiley, a farmer.

The Oath of Allegiance was sworn on 26 May 1914. The order of the
court was issued on 26 May 1914, by Judge F. O. McKinsey. The

Certificate of Naturalization was #27795.

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WILLIAM WECKER, aged 24, occupation farmer, declared his intention
to become a citizen of the United States on 20 January 1908, in
Decatur, Wise County, Texas. Personal description: coclor, white;
complexion, dark; height, 5 ft. 11 in.; weight, 152 pounds; color
of hair, dark; color of eyes, blue; other marks were a prominent
nose and high cheek bones.

He was born in Stockholm, Sweden, on 2 May 1883; he emigrated to
the United States from Stockholm, Sweden, but he did not remember
the name of the vessel. His last foreign residence was Stockholm,
Sweden. He arrived at the Port of Boston, Massachusetts, on or
about 2 August 1884. His place of residence in Wise County was
Chico, Texas.

The Petition for Naturalization was filed on 20 January 1908.
The Witnesses were J. W. Berg, section foreman, and M. A. Arnett,
deputy tax collector.

The case was dismissed because it had not been two years since the

petition was filed.

FRANZ WOLFF, aged 22 years, occupation farmer, declared his inten-
tion to become a citizen of the United States on 31 December 1907,
in Decatur, Wise County, Texas. Personal description: color, white;
complexion, dark; height, 5 ft. 3 in.; weight, 125 pounds; color of
hair, dark; color of eves, brown; small scar over right eye.

Wolff was born in Germany, 26 July 1885; he emigrated to the United
States from Hirschberg on the vessel Nord Deucher Loyd. His last
foreign residence was Hirschberg, Germany. He arrived at the Port
of Galveston, Texas, on or about 31 December 1901.

A Petition for Naturalization was filed 31 December 1907. The wit-
nesses were Charles Eschenbaum, Sexton, and Fred Tackel, farmer. On
2 June 1909 his petition was dismissed in that it had not been two
years after the Declaration of Intention.

Apparently, the petition was resubmitted. On 4 June 1910, Franz
Wolff took the Oath of Allegiance and was admitted by order of the
court. The Certificate of Naturalization was #27794.

In July, 1838, Colonel Edward Burleson laid off the town of Waterloo
and agreed to give each settler at the rate of three or four dollars
per acre a lot to contain one-fourth acre if fronting the river, one-
half acre in the rest of town. The petitioners influenced by this
proposition, had become settlers of Waterloo. The seat of government
was afterwards located on the land without notice being given to the
petitioners, or compensation for their lots. They were under the
necessity of purchasing lots in the City of Austin at prices beyond
their ability to pay or be driven from their homes to seek an asylum
in the wilderness.

He was attached
to the army until 1836.

A death in his family which he left in Louisiana prevented him bringing
them to Texas with him. He had received a certificate for a 1/3 of
league of land only.

Isham Sims was a captain in the Ranger Co. which was mustered into
service on August 22, 1838 and mustered out on October 21, 1838 by
Hugh McLeod. Wants his pay as captain.

January 25, 1840 SJ 4:3

in the Rangers in the fall of 1838 as guard of Mexican priscners and
any of his men who had not received their pay - $1 per day.

becember 13, 1839 SJ 4:2

Green DeWitt heirs - consisting of a letter from DeWitt to Dr. James

H. C. Miller and William A. Matthews dated 15 April 1835 written for

Monclova stating that he had secured for himself five leagues of land
to be located on any section of land in Coahuila and Texas granted

by the them government.

February 5, 1840 ST 4:3

An Act for Green DeWitt heirs stating that it has been proven that
Coahuila and Texas had granted to G. Dewitt five leagues of land that
were never located upon. So therefore his heirs be granted five leagues
of land as full compensation of his services as empresario in 1835.

December 13, 1839 SJ 4:2
William Fox (petition not found)
James Webb - relief for their services on government building.

December 13, 1839 SJ 4:2

Dennis Walsh a blacksmith went ot Austin in 1839 under contract with
Edwin Waller and worked five months and seven days on the government
building at a rate of $75 per month. His earnings amounted to $395 of
which he received about $52, his set of tools for which Waller re-
fused to pay and later the quartermaster took back.

Endorsed by Anson Jones.

William Visor and others from Montgomery County protesting the
charge of $15 for their land certificate,

October 1840 M/P

Edward J.Felder of Houston, Texas asking for relief from the

stigma of desertion and compensation for service rendered. Memoralist
served the Army of the Republic as a surgeon from which he was un-
justly discharged.

November 3, 1841 ST 6:2

An excerpt from the Senate Journal Vol. 6, No. 2 states "Dr. Ed-
mund J. Felder, a citizen of Harris County, on July 2, 1839 was
appointed assistant surgeon in the Texan Army and reported for duty
to Captain Reuben Ross and proceeded with his command from Houston
to Gonzales and thence by way of San Antonio to the Nueces near

San Patricio. Capt. Ross then moved to the Rio Grande, fought the
successful battle of Mier on November 1, 1839, where he had five

of his men wounded. The petitioner in compliance with orders re-
mained with the wounded men until they could be removed with safety
to Matamoros. There he procured a company of seventeen men, it being
dangerous to cross the desert between the Rio Grande and the Nueces
because of Mexicans and Indians, and proceeded to the settlements
on the Guadalupe, and then to the City of Austin, arriving there
early in January, 1840 and made his last report to the Adjutant
General. Then, and not until then, was he informed that he had
been stricken from the service rolls. Himself and the whole of
Captain Ross' command were published in every paper throughout the
Republic as deserters. He prayed Congress to take such measures

as would relieve him from the stigma of desertion and grant him
compensation for services actually rendered. " With the petition
are his appointment by Charles Mascon, Chief Clerk in the War De-
partment; instructions from Dr. Thomas P. Anderson, Acting Surgeon
General; orders from B. H. Johnson, Assistant Adjutant General to
report to Captain Reuben Ross for duty; and orders from Captain Ross.

It is pointed out that the goods were taken to supply a dire need,
the Texas coast having been in a state of blockade by the Mexican
vessels, their intent being a second invasion of Texas.

November 4, 1840 M/P
John W.Cole of Austin, Texas asking payment for Government hauling
from Linnville to Austin.

November 8, 1840 M/P

Joel Borgus of Robertson County, praying for relief, proof that
memoralist came to Texas in 1835 from Illinois. Main property sent

by steamer to New Orleans was seized by Mexicans. In 1838, he applied
for a league and labor of land, but was not approved. Verified by
witnesses.

November 8, 1840 M/P

T. F. Parris and sons, Ishon and George Farris of Red River County,
requesting land grant as provided by the law enacted in 1837, in
consideration of their arrival in Texas, having been but four days
later than the limit for claimants.

November 9, 1840 M/P

Bridget Fadden of Victoria County, praying recognition of her claim

to one league of land and transfer the title to her daughter, Ann
Fadden. The certificate of admission was obtained from the Empresarios
McMullen and McGloin.

November 9, 1840 M/P

Bartholomew Manlove of Bastrop, Texas, praying by special enactment
permission to pre-arrange his will for the emancipation of a negro
woman and her five children, to become effective at his death.

November 9, 1840 M/P

James W. Parker of Montgomery County, asking permission to raise an
army in order to enter into warfare against the Indians. Further, if
the result is a proposed treaty with the Prairie Indians, he asks for
a land allotment for himself and every man who contracted to his
cause,

November 10, 1840 M/P
James Coke, of Texas, asking payment for a horse he sold to Major
Howard. Coke reviews his military service.

W. W. Bell asking payment for provisions furnished to the Republic

of Texas.

November 27, 1839 SJ 4:2

Wm. W. Bell sold to Capt. Jas.Powell's spy company, arms, equipped
himself, served four months and was honorably discharged, re-
ceiving no pay -- he asks for same.
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December 4,1840 M/P

Audree Bell, Nacogdoches County, Texas a free negro, asks permission
to remain in Texas with his family. He came in 1837. Asks for a
special law in his behalf. First signature: Thomas J. Rusk.

December 5, 18490 M/P

Dimery Allen, a man of color. Nacogdoches County, Texas, asking

that by special act, that he be permitted to remain in Texas. He
has been a resident since 1836. Represented by his attorney, Thomas
J. Rusk.

December 5, 1840 M/P

A, C. Hinton, late Commander of the Texas Armed Steamer, Zavala.
Protesting against his dismissal from service. He charges mis-
representation. Further, represents his own personal honor.

January 29, 1842 SJ

Joint resolution concerning Capt. A. C. Hinton. Be it resolved. . .
that Captain A. C. Hinton late Commander of the Steam Ship of War,
Zavalla, stand acquitted of any Act of misconduct reflecting upon
him as an Officer or Gentleman, whilst a Commander in the Navy of
this Republic., Signed by K. L. Anderson, Speaker of the House of
Representatives; Edward Burleson, President of the Senate and Sam
Houston.

December 5, 1840 M/P

J. W. Scallon and Rebecca J. Spier, legal representatives of G. W.
Spier, deceased of Fayette County, Texas. Asking consideration re-
garding certain technicalities on a league of land, surveyed by G.
W.Spier, agent of Oliver Buckman in 1835. Petitioners have been
unable to establish their claim.

December 7, 1840 M/P

Dr. M. L. Woods, represented by Citizens of Harrison County, Texas,
asking relief in that petitioner be granted a legal right to practice
medicine in Texas. He was a licensed physician in Tennessee, prior
to coming to the Republic. First signature: J. W. Barrett.

December 8, 1840 M/P

The German Union of Houston, Texas, asking to be incorporated under
the name of German Union for Texas. First signature: Frederick
Lemkey. Henry F., Fisher was secretary for the German Union for Texas.

December 8,1840 M/P

David Thomas of Austin, Texas, asking for an investigation in his
behalf. He came to Texas in 1839, established a home on a govern-
ment lot. During his absence, while bringing his family from Tennes-
see, said lot was sold. Petitioner lost the amount invested on all
improvements he had made.

December 9, 1840 M/P

Citizens of Matagorda County, Texas asking that William N. Nye be
appointed to fill the vacancy of Wreck Master. First signature:
N. C. McKinley.

Stamps, Tonita Ayers and Weldon I. Hudson. Our Hudson Heritage,
Published by the authors, c. 1980. {Contact Weldon Hudson
2807 Cedar Park Blvd., Ft. Worth, Texas 76118). 465pp.

This genealogy of the descendants of William Hudson, b. ca 1739/40,
d. 1813 and his wife Susannah Allen, of Edgefield Dist.,S.C. and
Hancock Co., Georgia, is, as we would expect the work of these
compilers to be, copiously documented, including facsimile reprints
of many originals. A clear system of organization by generation is
employed and brief biographies of most descendants are included.
Complete records of "0ld Liberty" cemetery in Lincoln Co., Mo.;
Ingram Cemetery, Pike Co., Mo.; Thomas Hudson Cemetery, Pike Co.,
Mo.; and New Liberty Cemetery, Lincoln Co., Mo. are inc luded.

The book is well indexed and copiously illustrated. Its only draw-
back is an unfortunate format: loose pages put together with a
plastic connector. The review copy had come apart before we re-
ceived it. On the whole, a welcome addition to family history
collections.

1843) of Clarke and Maringo Cos., Alabama. Biographical sketches

of each of Dr. Woodard's children are given and some are given for
their children.

Ed Curry and Oneida Uzzell. There is an extensive bibliography and
list of sources and a fine index. A final comment: as with her
earlier book, she has spared no expense to make this one a thing of

George Boone
son of Edward Boone, Killed by the Indians in 1780, and Nephew
of Daniel Boone, The Famed Explorer. Arlington, Texas: the
authors, 1982. 336pp. $35.00. Order from Dorothy Spears
Campbell, 6109 Calcutta Court, Arlington, Texas 76016.

This Boone genealogy, the Descendants of George Boone, of the
title, is to be published in time for Christmas of this year.
While we have not seen the final format, the galley is most im-
pressive. The type size, spacing, arrangement and the printing
of all personal names in bold-face type make the text much more
legible than that of the average family history. There are 118
facsimile reproductions of documents and photographs as illustra-
tions

Reseach on the early generations seems to be well done and des-
cendants are clearly enumerated. However, fifteen pages of the
royal ancestry of the deBohun family, from whom the Boones are
supposed (but not proved) to be descended is, genealogically, non-
de rigueur. This however, is our only criticism of an otherwise
fine book, which, by the by, has an excellent index.

Usually our query section contains at least eight to ten pages
and I am disappointed that this is the first issue we have fallen
below the average.

Queries are so important. . . I know we all put off doing what is
such a small chore, but it is FREE. You don't find much in the
present times that is free, so make use of this useful aid.

Queries in newspapers are wonderful, because they reach so many
people who are not members, or may or may not even be interested
in genealogy. . .but they do reach them. However, they do have a
very short life span. But, queries placed in the quarterlies have
a very long life span. One very good example: I placed a query
in a national magazine requesting a copy of a marriage record of
grandparents where the courthouse had burned in 1823. Exactly seven
years later, I received a copy of the orginal marriage certificate
that had lain in a trunk all these years. A descendant had just
started on his family (after viewing Roots), went back through old
quarterlies, and thought I might still be interested. Was I. that
is the only way I could have ever proven their marriage.

I am still receiving answers to gueries placed many years ago.

Most people stay in their homes over ten years. Take a chance.

Lots of us think if we do not receive an answer in the first return
mail, what is the use. Within the past three months I have received
request and information regarding queries placed from three to seven
years ago. I keep carbons to verify when and where I place them.

On page 147 of this issue of FOOTPRINTS, I was asked to review a
"Compilation of Newspaper Columns" published by Jeanne and C. W.
Stephens of Wrens, GA. I think it is a great assist to genealogists.
I wish more of these columns could be compiled, indexed and put on
our library shelves.

Personally, I have always been a great advocate of these columns and
over the many, many years I have researched family information for
myself as well as others, they have been one of the greatest aids to
me,

So take a minute to help yourself - write those queries you have put
off doing. FOOTPRINTS prints all queries free for members or non-
members, the only stipulation is that it have a Texas connection.

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It's that time of year again. . .when we pause and think of all
our friends...wish them well and thank them for so many, many
things.

During all my years as your editor, I have been blessed with
the greatest "gung~ho" group of workers anyone could wish for.
They have abstracted, copied, typed, collated, indexed, "goshed
and darned"” through thousands and thousands of sheets for your
benefit and research., How do you thank them all?

Now, maybe you would like to help in return. We do need abstracters
to copy records in ocutlying counties. . .especially some of the ones
where no, or few, records have been printed. I had four ladies
abstract newspapers for me for only two days, but they provided
enough information for almost two years of FOOTPRINTS.

BEFORE COPYING ANYTHING, please be sure to check with me, or in

the Topical Index to see 1f it has been printed. So far we have
only printed primary and secondary source material. . .no family
histories as yet. We try to diversify, so there is not too much
of any one thing, yet something for everyone. We want only Texas
records, with the exception of Bible Records which we print from
wherever.

We need old newspaper abgtracts, wills, births, deaths, Bible
records, Sheriff's records, cemeteries, funeral homes, etc. etc.
Anything that will place a person at some place in time, somewhere
in Texas. One of our members abstracted a fraternal lodge history
book. Maybe you can think of something different or one of a kind
that everyone does not have access to. . .if so please contact me
before doing a great deal of work, to see if it could be used for
FOOTPRINTS.

I usually "lay out" the next year's FOOTPRINTS a whole year in ad-
vance. {At least two/thirds of it). It must be typed and ready a
month before mail out each February, May, August and November. The
November issue must be ready, typed, proofed, and then indexed before
the 15th of October to be ready to mail out in November. So000, you
see I am always working far ahead. My biggest nightmare is to have
200++ blank pages staring at me and no "goodies" for you
