When merry, blue eyed little Ella Graham lay ill with scarlet
fever, watchers, eager with hope, listened breathlessly as the grave
gentle physician said:

“She will live, but—"

Their lips went white with terror.

“Never to see again?”’

They were stricken with the realization that before the tiny girl
lay struggles so great that a strong grown man could scarce go
through unbroken—and she was such a baby!

Two years passed. Their worst fears were entirely confirmed;
Ella was. totally blind. Realizing that she must be taught, her
parents sent her, when she was seven yvears old, to the State School
for the Blind at Austin. For three months she could not be com-
forted—a little child crying in the dark for its mother.

Then suddenly, eagerly, she began to take interest in her work.

“Nothing,” she says, “escaped my hungry mind and eager fingers.”
When she graduated from that school, it was with highest honors
and with the Gold Medal Award for general excellence.

In the mean time her mother had died, and then her father. =~ Al-
most crushed by her loss, Ella was held and strengthened by her
one great ambition. She was determined to have a college education

The first year in college was the hardest of her life. She meas-
ured the magnitude of her handicap in trying to do the work that
unhampered students did. She was alone and frail. After this
first trying experience in college she waited for three years, dread-
ing to go on. Then, writing to Mrs. Claypool, Dean of Women
at Baylor University, she stated her case. In response there camie

an invitation from the girls of Baylor University assuring her of -

their interest and help, if she would join them.

She went.

The girls of Baylor had thonght to give—they found that to Be
with her, to work with her, was to receive. They read to' her,
studied with her, walked to class with her, and found themselves
immeasurably richer for their contact with her brave life.

During her three years in the dormitory her room came more
and more to be the center of the Hall. Girls with new dresses
or joyful new plans, came to her and she added her happiness to
theirs. Girls with broken spirits or shattered dreams came to her
and she gave them of her strength, gained through obstacles con-
quered and victory over self.

When she received her A. B. degree from Baylor University she

did practice teaching in the academy of Baylor College. Her suc--

cess there led the trustees of the school in her home town, Crawford
Texas, to make her a teacher in the high school at Crawford,

A year of work—a year of victories! ' Difficulties of discipline
and of class room management she solved with her rare interpre-
tive spirit She was unanimously re-elected by the board of trustees.

However, she had found time, during the busy year, to make

several lectures over Central Texas. Her hearers say she has a

message that should not be kept from the boys and girls of Texas,
or from their fathers and mothers.

And Ella, her delicate face lighting with a beautiful radiance,
says: “I must go on!” .

To go on—to give more fully, she wants to attend graduate
school, then teach in college—touching as many lives as she can.
Her plan, outlined by President S. P. Brooks of Baylor University,
is as follows:

This introduces and commends Miss Ella Graham, an A. B. grad-
uate of this institution. She desires to g0 to some larger university
to do graduate work, prior to which time, my understanding is, she
proposes to deliver some lectures hefore the public, to the end that
she may earn money to pay her expenses while doing her advanced
study.

Miss Graham it totally blind. When she came to this institution
I did not believe she would be able to do the work, but because of
her remarkable, sustained powers of study and her fine personal
character she was able to do everything that was asked of her and
received her degree.

I have no doubt she will yet make good in higher schools of
learning and I commend her as a young woman worthy of the high-
est and best consideration on the part of those to whom she may go.

Fellowship

Fellowship was the thing that im-
pressed me most of all. It was not only
wortld fellowship that was impressive,
it was continual fellowship—in dis-
cussion groups, in step singing, in
recreation hours, and in the patteran
when girls and advisers alike lost them-
selves in a riot of color and fun and
song.

Discussions

Free discussions are most necessary in
conference, for each girl can then con-
tribute from her own experience. It
helps us to solve our every day problems
and we are better able to make our own
decisions. The spirit of friendliness
prevailed during the discussion hours,
and many were the friendships formed
because of the common problems and
ideals discussed.

Choice of Interests

We girls liked the idea of choosing
what we would do as a part of recrea-
tion, for girls like different things ac-
cording to their temperaments.

ATIONAL Girl Reserve Confer-

ences are planned for high school

girls except freshman class and for

younger girls in business and industry;

one national conference for the latter
and several sectional camp conferences.

Each delegate should bring a note
book; money with which to buy books;
health certificate (blanks secured from
Girl Reserve secretary or adviser) ; warm
clothing including sweater; heavy low
heeled shoes, rubbers, bloomers and
middies, bathing suits (except at Estes
Park), Japanese or Chinese lantern,
flags, costumes, colored scarfs, tennis
racket; musical instruments and kodak
if possible; Girl Reserve uniform; a
favorite book recently read (fiction,
poetry or any kind of reading material) ;
